Useful items to bring/send to Bwindi Community Hospital


In general, monetary donations are better for us than donated items. We can buy most of the things that we need in Kampala and it is always better to have a regular supplier rather than random items from overseas.

If people would prefer not to give money then there are some items that we would use:

Computing equipment:

Laptop computers for staff to use – we have the Internet but staff members are limited as we only have 20 computers between 120 people. A new bottom of the range laptop would be best, but any old laptops that are functioning and have good battery life would be appreciated.
-8 port Switches to branch Ethernet connections for wired network

-Access Points or routers to expand wireless network

-Homeplug 1.0  - a device that transmits power and network signal over regular electrical grids. They work in pairs or more.

-Optical Mice

Drugs

-Prostaglandin pessaries (to induce labour)
- Bupivacaine 0.5% hyperbalic (for spinal anaesthesia)

Supplies

-Paediatric urine collection bags

-Hand sanitizer

Medical Equipment

-Hook for Artificial rupture of membranes (ARM hook – must be metal)

-Vial openers

-2 Microscopes Olympus Type

-Dopplar ultrasound for use in examination of pregnant women
-Pulse oximeter for special care babies’ room (must be battery operated)

-Portable electronic pill counter

- Digital thermometers

- Weighing scales for babies

- Apnea monitors
- Infusion pump

Other useful non-medical items

-Rechargeable batteries AA or AAA

-Head torches

-Solar or wind-up hand torches (please no hand torches that require batteries)

-Bulb for Welch Allyn Ophthalmoscope 13010 (bulb code is 03900)

-Ophthalmoscopes and/or Auroscopes (with spare bulbs)

-Printer cartridges (black & colour. MUST be HP 130, HP129, HP135, HP95 or HP98)

- HP deskjet printer
-Toys for children’s ward

-Colouring books

-Crayons/ colored pens (felt-tipped pens)

-Colored paper 

-Picture books
