Bwindi Community Hospital belongs to Church Of 
Uganda and operates under the diocese of Kinkiizi in Kanungu district. It is 
located at the edge of the Bwindi Impenetrable National Park in Buhoma 
village, Mukono parish, Kayonzo sub-county. 
BCH was founded as a mobile clinic 8 years ago by missionaries, Dr. Scott 
and carol Kellerman. The hospital now has 112 bed capacity, employees 115 
staff and offers  a range of healthcare services with particular focus on 
community health and the most vulnerable groups including the Batwa 
pygmies.

eQuality Health Bwindi is an innovative partnership between Bwindi 
Community Hospital and the international medical group to help the people of 
the Bwindi area  access quality and affordable  Health services. 
 
The scheme which was launched in March 2010 allows every individual 
community member to subscribe an annual fee of UGX 6000 to the scheme 
through his/her organized group commonly known as bataka groups.   
Registration onto the scheme entitles members to a wide range of services 
offered at Bwindi community hospital for a full year. The services include, 
outpatient and adult inpatient services including drugs and even operations at a 
cost of only 1000 per individual scheme member on every visit  
 
To join the scheme 80% of the entire group members need to subscribe. This 
promotes equity for equal need and protects the poor and the sick, where the rich 
are subsidizing for the poor and the healthy for the sick. 
Today this scheme covers 20,000 people in our immediate catchment areas of 
Kayonza, Mpungu and Kanyantorogo sub-counties. 
 
The schemes is run on an electronic population database which is used to 
monitor who joins the scheme and follow the pattern of the disease in the 
Hospital and the community. This database includes all household demographic 
and member basic information and the GPS that enables mapping various 
community aspects for appropriate interventions
